Dear all,

Some of you may have seen that the European Commission (DG TaxUD) has developed e-learning courses on topics of common interest in collaboration with customs and taxation administrations and representatives of trade. The courses may support the implementation of EU legislation and may ensure the dissemination of good customs and taxation practices throughout the European Union. The courses are already used in some administrations and businesses. 

A first step in taxation is the e-learning course which has been developed by the European Commission under the Fiscalis 2013 Programme to help tax officials in EU countries and others with a particular interest in value added tax (VAT) get a good basic knowledge of EU Directive 2006/112/EC. The training has been prepared by the Commission's Taxation and Customs Union Directorate General in close collaboration with expert taxation officials. It is freely available for download. The training course is currently available in EN, 10 other languages will follow soon. 

According to the COM, the target market/addressees of the e-learning courses are business and trade. Any comments, remarks, ideas and/or feedback from all interested parties are welcome.
